The Kansas Virtual Library online audio-books are available to anyone with a Kansas Library
Card. The Kansas Virtual Library’s audio-books can be read on many MP3 players, PDAS, Pocket
PCs, and Smartphones, in addition to PCs or laptop PCs. (But not on iPods or Macs.)

The Library’s audio-book collection includes NY Times Bestsellers Most Circulated Audio,
Children/Juvenile Fiction, Foreign Language Study, Fiction, Business, and Self-Help titles.
